Non-Duality: Advaita Vedanta
There are many philosophies that are becoming well known around the world thanks to the World Wide Web and the Advaita Vedanta path is one of them. 
In the Hindu Philosophy we find three main paths with many ramifications, that are revealed in their sacred scriptures named the Vedas.  Those who seek God through the path of wisdom and discrimination are called Jnanis, and they preach the Non-Dual philosophy.
The main spiritual figure of the Non-Dual tradition is one of the most famous Jadgurus Adi Shankara, who exposed this philosophy to educate the spiritual seekers about the Non-Dual reality of existence and also to clarified many misconceptions that were being totally refute by the philosophy of Buddhism, that was getting more followers in those days, as the Hindu scholars were loosing the debates against the Emptiness philosophy of Buddhism. 
In this modern times the Advaita Vedanta regained strength and was spread abroad mainly by one of the most  famous modern saint and sage Ramana Maharishi. Basically what is taught is that duality is al illusion and to break that illusion or Maya, the Jnani most use the sword of self-inquiry and discrimination to attain the Self, that is non-dual awareness. 
What practices do they do?
Fist, they use discrimination in their form of Neti-Neti that means something like: not this, not that.  By negating the illusion of duality and separation in their minds they begin their path towards Self-Realization and the experience on Non-Dual Awareness. 
Also the practice of Self-Inquiry as popularize by Ramana Maharishi in the form of: Who am I?.-  They seek to find the true “I” the eternal reality that is in truth the Self, while transcending the illusion projected by the senses and the ego.  They know that there is a false “I” that is the one created while you growth in this world of illusion, and by asking: Who am I? They seek to quite the mind to have the truth reveal, while directly confronting  that false I, the core of the ego.  When the Jnani Realized the true “I” as his true unbounded reality, then the Self is revealed as the only Non-Dual reality prior to all things. 
What is the higher goal in this path?
After Self Realization the illusion that one is the body and the mind is vanish and the Jnani is identify with the Eternal Witness, that is the Self in Non-Dual awareness

What is the Self for them?
There is only the Self in all existence for the Jnani. The Self is God, but they use the term Self as is a more true for them than to say God.  There is not soul for them, only the Self is the one and only reality. 
What is God for them?
They conceive that God is an idea and that there is only the Self.. Is there is a God, there is just a being that exist in creation, for example like Brahma or Indra, but the Self or Brahman is the Eternal reality prior to creation of all things and that will be there at the end of all things. The Self permeates all life, all beings and all existence and there is nothing higher than the Self. 
What is the final goal?
To transcend the mind and ego and vanish all illusion resting only the Absolute Self. 
What happens when the body dies in their view?
The mind and body are illusions that disappear, leaving only the true reality that is the Self, that can not be experience, because there is no one to experience, but is the one and only Reality. There is no experience in the Self, you just can Be.  Their individuality is lost and dissolves for ever to never return to the sea of Maya, or so they believe. 
What is the experience in the Self, where there is no time, space or form?
The closest thing to describe that liberation that they seek to attain in the Self is when you are in deep sleep, beyond the dreams.  How can you describe this? You exist, but there is nobody there to say that you exist, and is only when the mind awakes that it recognizes that you exist.  This is what they call Mukti or liberation. There is some bliss in the Self, but there is nobody experiencing it, you are that bliss. 
What are the shortcomings we perceive in this path?
After having attained Self Realization while following these teachings we can comment from our perspective the following:
Once Self Realization is attained, that is being identify with the Eternal Witness as Pure Unbounded Consciousness, the Realization deepens until a stage of Non-Duality manifest where Pure Consciousness and Matter are perceive as one an the same.  The person experience that the Self is the ultimate reality primordial to all creation and within all creation and as being the only Presence, the individual may conclude that: I am God. 

The truth is that the Divine Soul is experiencing the omnipresence of God, his radiation that has been term the universal Shakti, Brahman or the Holy Ghost in the Christian term. Just because they don’t see God (as in that path they don’t seek God, but the Self, and you realize what you pursue) does not mean that there is no God.  

Some say that the Self is the Source of All things, but none of them can’t create from nothing something, like planets, stars, trees, life!!.  Only the true God, in his divine form can create Life. 
So, when the Jnani reaches this Non-Dual awareness, I AM that I AM, he begins to act as there is no God, but only the Self, and stars acting as if good and bad are not real as only the Self is real as is in all actions.  This open the door for some Jnanis to unethical actions perform upon their blind followers that actually believe that the guru is God and do not reproach their actions calling them divine. 

This is Satan’s dream to preach and let to experience that only the Self in real, that the Self is God, Impersonal and Divine. So, Satan teaches how to become God, but never reveals the there is a True Divine Being that is the One and Almighty God. The result is an over inflated ego that sits on a throne to be idolize by the followers in the middle of the Non-Dual awareness experience. 
What is truly happening in this path?

What happens is that the individual has realized the Divine Soul. What they call the Self is actually the Divine Soul that was created unto the image and likeness of our Father God. 

The divine soul is Eternally relate to God his Creator and is connected to the Presence of God, which is Omnipresent, but the soul can go beyond this relationship and enter into a direct relationship with the Divine Form of God our Father that loves us so much. But in that path this is not conceivable, so is not revealed to the seeker.  So, the soul can experience the Omnipresence thanks to the direct connection to God, but does not mean that the soul itself is omnipresent. 
What is exactly that omnipresence or what they call the Self or Brahman?
It is only the radiation from the Divine Body of God or what the Christians call the Holy Spirit.  That Presence is real, but is just one divine aspect of God, but not his totality. His Divine Body and form is higher than the Absolute Self as it is the source of that presence, and because is Divine can not be understood by a material mind. Is not like some Advaita preach  and want others to think,  that the Absolute takes form to manifest an Avatar or Purusha the form of God. This are actually Satan’s emissaries presenting them selves as God, so the divine soul can not find the truth about the Real and True God that has never ever take for in the physical world. 
Why the Jnanis don’t realized God, but only the Self or Omni-Presence?
The are not looking for God. God gave us free will and God will take you were you what to go. If you want only the impersonal absolute radiation of his Divine Body, that what God will reveal to you. 
Do you believe in this philosophy?
We believe that is possible to attain Self Realization. This is a great beginning that will catapult us to establish a relationship with our Father God, but is not a requirement to do it. Everyone can begin to build this relationship with God by strengthening our Faith in Him now.
Why people like this non-dualistic philosophies?
Because when there is not a personalize God, there is no one to judge our good or bad actions. There is not a Father God teaching us and helping us to evolve, because if we think that we are God, then what evolution can there be?

What is the highest reality for you?
God is a Divine Being. He has a Divine Form and is a being of Absolute Love for all his children. After seeing His Divine Form, humbleness came into my soul, especially after I left a path when I thought I was God as I am experiencing Non-Dual awareness.  God is God and the soul is the soul. God created us perfect and divine, but without experience. For example: It is like a child that is born perfect and divine, but knows nothing. All creation is a Divine Garden, Eden created by God, upon all souls could evolve without limits!.  The reality that we experience in this world is full of limitations, because is not God’s creation it is Satan’s creation to trap all souls. 
What is your philosophy or religion?
We have no religion or philosophy. Everything revolves around the Divine Form of God, our Faith and our mutual Love.  We have borrowed truth from some traditions to strength this connection and explain this relationship to Him.
